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[bookmark: _GoBack]Like a miniature work of art, the Tongue Chair was one of Arne Jacobsen's favourites. Designed in 1955 right after the Ant Chair, it was overshadowed by Jacobsen's more high profile designs and has yet to receive the worldwide attention and appreciation it so rightly deserves. The Tongue was used to decorate the rooms at the SAS Royal Hotel in Copenhagen (now the The Radisson Blu Royal Hotel), where it was also modified as a bar stool. Still, it wasn’t available worldwide until the 1980s. In 2013, HOWE restored the Tongue using modern materials yet retaining the authenticity of the chair’s aesthetics. We are so pleased to be the source of leather for this coveted icon from Jacobsen's immense legacy of design. 
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
